ELECTRONICS RULE:
Chris Parker, Rus Rainey, Wade Marchman went to the GHSA meeting.  Gary Phillips was the one who proposed the change due to a couple of instances that occurred last season.  It is thought that the decision came about because at the AAAA Boys State Championship someone took a video of a boy’s swing during the competition and then shared that with the player during the course of the round.  It is believed that both a coach and a parent were involved.

Gary Phillips has stated to Chris Parker that the rule change is not to go into effect until the 2012 season.  He has asked that GHSGCA members and officers meet with him in Thomaston to discuss what should be done.

SPECIAL TOPICS:
ELECTRONICS:
Needed for coach communication between coach.
Is it possible to have carts for both head and assistant coaches to facilitate the communication since we cannot use phones now?  Both pros and cons were discussed on the use of carts.  We don’t want a bunch of gas carts running around distracting players.

If the weather is iffy, carts on the golf course would aid in getting players and spectators to safety.

Coaches could cover more ground with a cart.
 
What about safety communication?
If we use phones we could have live scoring at each hole or every 3 holes.  Manpower would be an issue at some venues.

You are taking away coaching by taking away the phones.

HOW is this going to be enforced?

WHO is going to enforce it?  Some GSGA officials have stated to coaches that they are there only to interpret the rules of golf, not to police parents and coaches.
WHAT is the penalty?  

YOU MAY NOT USE ELECTRONIC DEVICES OF ANY KIND TO COACH YOUR PLAYERS DURING AN EVENT!
PLAYERS MUST NOT HAVE ACCESS TO, NOR BENEFIT FROM, ANY ELECTRONIC DEVICE DURING THE COURSE OF A STIPULATED ROUND.  (Region 8AAA proposal).

36 HOLE EVENT
Spring is hard for this
We need to locate 10 courses who will support this
What will the cost be to do this?
Maybe charge for spectators?  Charge for parking?
Remember, GHSA takes a cut for gates.
Find 5 locations (10 courses) and see if we can rotate classifications each year.
Consider shifting seasons like they do for girls and boys track.  NO MOTHERS’ DAY GOLF 
EVENTS

Chris Parker shared that the golf committee and GHSA are in agreement that a 36-hole tournament will produce a truer champion and is desirable.  Chris does not think it will happen until GHSGCA comes up with a system that will help Gary with getting golf courses to host.  His greatest bane in golf each year is state tournament sites.  Perhaps a revenue source for the host sourses will help in securing courses.

We need a proposal to play 4 girls and count 3 for scoring.  We must update this as soon as possible.  It is too much like an individual sport with only 2 scores counting to the team total.
